3. Mr. Quinn requested commission input as to Fall/Winter facility use, ie VoTech Saturday use as well as Somerville Middle School and vanderveer gyms.  It was hoped that most cost efficient gym would be used on Saturday’s.

4. Tammy Stouchko requested program consideration of movies at Somerville Middle School theater on Saturday for Fall/Winter brochure.  Mr. Cornell thought BOE had the needed equipment.
