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The Regular Session of the Somerville Recreation Commission was held on Wednesday, September 9, 2009 in the Recreation Office, 25 West End Avenue, Somerville, New Jersey.  The meeting came to order at 7:30 P.M.

ROLL CALL:

Present:  Chairman Ken Cornell, Vice Chairman Tammy Stouchko, Commissioners Ron Thornburg, Jon Roethke, Jay Scott, Mike Zolandz, Charles Windus, Bob Axmann and Council Liaison Jane Kobuta. 
Absent: Commissioner Carlos Sanchez and Mike Zolandz..
Chairman Ken Cornell opened the meeting and stated that "The meeting will please come to order. Adequate notice of this meeting as required by the Open Meeting Act has been provided in that on January 1, 2009 a copy of a notice specifying the time, location and date was (1) posted upon the bulletin board outside of Borough Hall, (2) mailed to the Courier News, and (3) given to the Clerk Administrator. If any member of this body believes this meeting is being held in violations of the Open Meeting Act, please state your views at this time." Hearing none we moved to the next item on the agenda. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Chairman Ken Cornell offered a motion for approval of the minutes from the August 12, 2009 as written. This was seconded by Jon Roethke and approved 6-0.

COMMUNICATION:
1. M. Banks to Recreation, re: 8/25/09.  Thank you to Chairman Cornell for coordination of BMX program for Library.
2. Chick Sternadori field dedication Vanderveer School September 12, 2009 at 11:00 am followed by a wiffle ball game between Commission and Mayor and Council.

3. Recreation to Mrs. Sarah DeJesus re: 8/31/09 email concern of John Long Park Pool hours of operation.

4. Recreation to Pete Hendershot re: 8/31/09 ongoing maintenance needs at nine locations.
5. Mr. Quinn distributed Fall / Winter flyer for review and comment to the commission.

6. Art Adair to Recreation email 9/8/09 requesting Jolly Roger Social Club to host Horseshoe tournament as part of Centennial Picnic.  Concern about fee and how proceeds are to be given to charitable organizations.  Director recommended use of infields only.  Commission requested insurance as this is a third partty fundraising and also a financial report.  Director will inform Mr. Adair of terms of use.

7. Doug Dzwonczyk, scout master troop 83 to Recreation.  Hand delivery 9/9/09 to meeting request to use Pager Sports Complex for scouts awards ceremony, 9/19 from 4:00 to 8:00 pm.  Approved subject to Centennial Picnic not needing for rainout date.

OPEN TO THE PUBLIC:
1. David Dzwonczyk, 314 Catherine Street, Somerville was present to discuss his Eagle Scout project proposal. He provided requested budget and schedule of work with project completion Nov. 21.  Mr. Quinn reported on suitable locations for 30 x 60 sand volleyball court.  Best location Kuglar Park or the lot on Mastogen Drive near the High School.  Mr. Dzwonczyk is now in process of fundraising to cover estimated cost of $ 6,000.00.  He will report back for our October meeting.  Mr. Cornell offered a motion for project to proceed with location to be determined along with budget fulfillment.  Seconded by Jay Scott, approved 7-0
DIRECTOR & COMMITTEE REPORTS:

1. Mr. Cornell addressed commission as chairman of Finance Committee. Concern 2009 final budget which included a $ 52,000.00 cut along with a $ 27,000.00 commitment from trust to cover capital project at John Long Park (2 tennis courts- resurfacing).  Mr. Quinn reported that 2008 trust commitment to operating budget was $ 41,489.00.  Current balance in trust account is $ 112,082.49.  Since this amount is beyond trust funds cuts will be required.  A handout with recommended cuts was provided. After a lengthy discussion all recommendations for cuts were accepted except that of HS Winter basketball.  Commission believed program needed to be provided.  Cuts of $ 50,546.00 were approved which also included cuts from program supervision,, office staff and referees.  Mr. Quinn will prepare 2010 budget from approved 2009 budget of $ 196,750.00.  Operating Expenses will reflect end of year expenses.  All efforts will be made to hold down both OE and S&W to end of year.  Both Mr. Quinn and Tim Kassel will work at night and Saturdays to cover programs where staff has been cut.  This will alter office hours as well.
2. Mr. Quinn reported that letter was sent to Bocchino Construction as low bid for Bathroom Partition at Pager and Walck Parks $ 3,380.00. (Funding Trust) as well as to Peter Fusco for reroofing of Pager concession / storage building, $ 4,500.00 (Funding Trust).

3. Mr. Quinn reported on ordinance # 2313 awarding use of trailers and storage containers in Somerville.  Mr. Zolandz requested information related to storage unit at Pager Park as well as recreation donated unit at Police Station.  Mr. Frank Vuoso informed Mr. Quinn that town is exempt of it’s own ordinance.
4. Mr. Quinn reported that facilities use requests at Vanderveer School have all been returned approved, however Somerville Middle School adult volleyball was not approved for Monday night.  Mr. Cornell will investigate with Dr. Leary as to reason of denial.  Volleyball has used this site for over 50 years for adult volleyball.  Basketball was approved for youth Tuesday through Friday.  Vo-Tech permit was pending.

5. Mr. Quinn reported that Bridget Ormond has submitted a return to work with no restrictions for September 15, 2009.

6. Mr. Quinn reported that Maureen Kanka, President of Megan Kanka Foundation, called to inform us that we are approved for a grant to assist with our criminal background checks.  Information and contract term agreement to follow and will be presented at next meeting for approval.
7. Mr. Quinn reported that 2 weeks ago a sewage spill occurred at Firehouse  and Chambres fields.  The health officersupervised cleaning and liming of fields which is standard policy prior to returning to use.  Additional seeding, aeration and coring was done.  Pop Warner will in the interim continue to use Pager Park on Tuesday / Thursday / Saturday.  Mr. Cornell stated that it is too soon to consider use of turf fields at Brooks field for Pop Warner use.  Vanderveer fields are being used by school for soccer as well as recreation this Fall.

1. Mr. Quinn distributed Profit & Loss Budget performance prepared by Tim Kassel thru to September 9, 2009 for comment and review as well as budget for 2009 revision and recommendation which was discussed under Director report.  Commission requested review of hours of office operation in light of cuts understanding the need for Mr. kassel and Mr. Quinn to work evening and weekends for program supervision.  Wages and salaries will be limited and augmented by them wherever possible.  This is in response to anticipated cuts in staff in 2010 budget.
